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, Here are some random thoughts I've had about our CSO and the role of the CSO Committee.
These ideas are the result of my studies of our Traditions and Concepts. They are followed by some
hard facts about the present state of CSO Finances.

Sometime in the mid-1960's the first real AA office was started in Tacoma. It was in a small
building with a leaky roof, and was located behind the Alano Club on 6™ Ave. The office was
established because the fellowship decided it was necessary. A committee was established to oversee
operations. Originally they stocked a small amount of literature and held GSR meetings there. The
telephone was located in the Alano Club. The location, size, and scope of the Central Services Office

- has changed over the years as AA has grown in Pierce County. '

Until and unless the fellowship as a whole decides that we no longer need and want a CSO in
Pierce County, I believe the mission and responsibility of the CSO Committee remains the same — to
see that Office Staff carries out the day-to-day operations in a manner consistent with AA Traditions
and Concepts and our Policies and Procedures. Business decisions ensuring the financial and
operational welfare of CSO are quite properly the job of the Committee. A dramatic shift in the scope
or the mission of CSO should always come from an informed Group Conscience. .

The 12 Concepts for World Service set forth those general principles by which an AA business
should operate. I just spent the day taking part in the Concepts Workshop, and the one thread I found
connecting them all was the necessity for good leadership at all levels of AA Service. The entire
fellowship cannot be directly involved in running our Central Office, so we have Representatives
whose task is to be knowledgeable about office operations so they can make the necessary business
decisions to keep the CSO operation financially sound. Needless to say, they are expected to report
back to the fellowship on what they did and why they did it.

Notice I said service leadership, not service messengers. There is a difference. I believe our
CSO Committee members are or at least should be Service Leaders. In the past, the Committee made
most if not all its business decisions based on the best interest of the office. Very seldom were business
decisions sent out to the groups. I'm not sure just when it started, but lately the Committee has been
unwilling to make business decisions on their own, Quite frankly this unwillingness has led to some
really short-sighted decisions. In my experience, the fellowship as a whole is almost never willing to
learn enough about CSO operations to come to a truly informed Group Conscience. Thus we wind up
with an uninformed group conscience deciding matters of critical importance to the Office.

Right now we are looking to dip into our Prudent Reserve to cover basic operating expenses,
possibly as early as this month. Our Office Administrator has already had to postpone an important
literature purchase while she waited for enough money to come in to pay for it. It could very easily get
to the point where we can no longer order in bulk, and that will further exacerbate the problem.

If revenues do not rise to meet expenses soon, we will have no choice but to cut services. I'm
not sure at this time what that looks like. That will be a matter for the Committee to decide, but rest
assured that it means we will have to stop doing something that you the fellowship have asked us to do.
We have already stopped having coffee, soda, and candy in the office because people were not willing
to pay for them and we can no longer afford to subsidize them. We can only deliver the level of service
that the fellowship is willing and able to support. Right now, the financial ball is in your court. How are
you going to play it?

Re: Financial outlook for CSO

Since 1 am not going to be able to attend the meeting this month I thought 1 would present my report in writing.

CSO broke even in August. The one month of increased contributions d1d not hold true. We will be operating out of our
prudent reserve in September or October depending on when we need to pay for schedules. In Septcmberwe will also be
paying about $1,100 for usc tax and $500 for insurance.

The chart below shows a recap of CSO financial results excluding all literature sales and expense,

From this it is evident that CSO is in dire financial straights. Our operating cash balance at the end of August was $5,620. This
is just enough to cover one month average expense without replenishing any literature inventory. The truth here is that we have
been 'living' off our inventory from the end of last year. We no longer have the inventory. We can no longer afford to purchase
books at a discount. Soon we will not be able to supply books for our members to purchase. They will need to go to Seattle to
get books or purchase directly from GSO which will be a more expensive way for them fo get lmmmre

We need to look at ways to cut back expenses. I mggest cutting off the internet and the cable TV as a start. We should also
speak with our landlord about getting a deal on the next rental agreement - 5% increases a year are no longer acceptable -
perhaps tie the yearly increase to the areas cost of living. Maybe cut back the hours of our employees. I know this sounds as if
I am fearful. I am. The groups need to step up. The CSO Representatives must step up - think about the CSO and not just
protect the interest of your district. You are here to work for ail alcoholics not just those in your area. The districts must allow
CSO to operate as a non-profit business. We as a committee must stand strong and make the decisions that must be made.

Our financial position will only worsen from here on. Once the downward spiral begins in earnest it will be very difficult to
stop. Iam sorry to unload on you like this but I have tried to get this message across and have failed. In factI realize upon
retroflection that a few menths ago I stopped even trying to get the message across. For this I sincerely apologize.

We can pray and trust God but we must do the footwofk. It has been my experience that God does not help those who can help
themselves.

My sobriety date is January 3, 1989 for which I am truly blessed. My name is Rose and I am an alcoholic.

In May 2002 when I kissed my son and best friend good-bye and heard the door clang shut behind me I knew I
would be pulling every once of strength, trust, the twelve steps and twelve traditions and most importantly my faith
in HIM to see me through the next 22 months at Federal Prison. I knew they had AA meetings and as soon as able |
was there, Big Book in hand only to be at a meeting run by 2 men from AA that were more interested in 13 stepping
the County women than any of the 12 steps. And for those of you that know me it was a big “Oh, Hell NO!” After
kiting the Program Director, calling my friend Steve C and requesting pamphlets, books whatever he could send I
was informed that they were shutting down AA (could it be I questioned why no women were there or more
volunteers?). This did not stop me and I worked the 12 steps to the best of my ability, shared my big book,
sponsored inside the walls (even the women who came back in to the county side that hooked up with those guys)
and through letters. And I did not drink or use any of the drugs that were plentiful in my environment I just kept on
doing what I knew best to do and turned to the Good News Jail and Prison Ministry to continue with my spiritual
growth.

After I came home and got reacquainted with my surroundings, finding work and beginning a new life I jumped back
into AA meetings slowly and realized that I needed a stronger commitment than I was allowing myself to have and
got involved in what today is a very sincere passion for me: Corrections. While a lot of us live in prisons in our
everyday life, we can go to meetings everyday of the week as many times as we like, inside the walls they can’t. I
started going back to Purdy over 2 ' years ago (I participated in the early 90°s) and I have no fear when I hear those
doors clang shut behind me today. It is an honor to be allowed in to share my experience, strength and hope and
more of an honor that the girls in there for a short time or forever are so willing to share their stories and willingness
to trust, after they get to know you.

I have seen the lights come on in the eyes of many. Today they are working the steps not only at the once a month
Big Book Study but among themselves. AMAZING! They are sharing and working with each other and not letting
those walls keep them from growing emotionally and spiritually. They are making healthy choices, suiting up and
showing up, getting into the Book, working the action steps. What a gift. And I get to be a part of it and making
sure that by volunteering at the Prison they can have that opportunity. And they are so appreciative of the volunteers
and tell us so often. '

So when you here me say “Hi my name is Rose” when they ask for announcements, not only am I requesting groups
donate to Corrections to assist in carrying the message by allowing us to purchase Big Books, Twelve x Twelve’s
etc., Corrections is also looking for Volunteers to carry the message behind the walls so pray about that in your daily
prayers and meditation. Love and Service.

Thanks Rose! So . ... set yourself free, and share in a renewed view of the real miracle of Alcoholics Anonymous—
join our Corrections committee as a volunteer. You won’t be disappointed. Second Thursday of each month, 6:30
pm, Central Service Office.
