Henrietta Seiberlig is the lady wh
introduced Bill Wilson to Dr. Bc
Smith.

In the spring of 1971, the newspa;
reported the passing of Bill Wilson
New York City, who was one of t
two cofounders of Alcoholic
Anonymous. The other dounder
Dr Robert Smith of Akon, Ohio, ha
passed on some years earlier. Sh
after Bill's death, the Ak
Alcoholics groups asked my motl
Henrietta Seiberling, to speak at
annual "Founders Day" meeting

Akron, which is attended by memb
of Alcoholics Anonymous from all

over the world. She lives in Nt
York and did not feel up to traveling, so they akkee to speak in h
place. | agreed to speak but felt that it would me®st to them to he
some of her own words, so | called her on the tedep and asked her
tell me about the origins of Alcoholics Anonymous bkattl could mak
sure my remarks were accurate. | made a tape iagordf the
conversation and played part of it at the 1971 Heusm Day meetin
which was held in the gymnasium at the UniversifyAlron with &
couple of thousand people present. So many peaple hsked for
transcript of the recording that | have finally hae typed. Attached is
copy of the transcript, which follows the tape meliog as closely ¢
possible, with only my own remks and some of the conversatic
asides and redundancies edited out. The first ngeeif Bob and Bil
described in the attached transcript, took plachénsummer of 1935
Henrietta's house in Akron, which was the Gatehatfisstan Hywet Hal
thenmy family's estate, now the property of Stan Hytdatl Foundatior
Henrietta was not an alcoholic.
