CSO Corner 
 

Where & When:  

Recently, weôve been focusing on the Where and 

When meeting schedule, and some options regarding 

production costs. John G. graciously made himself 

available to shop the various print companies to find a 

contractor that would best suit our needs. 

 

John furnished us with some initial cost quotes, and as 

a result of these, we decided to look at generating 

additional savings, by reformatting the document. I 

spent about 40 hours working on the new format and 

have it 90% complete. I was able to reduce the number 

of pages from 48 to 36 as it sets now, while 

maintaining readability. This represents a 25% 

reduction in print costs. The more favorable page size, 

which is very near the size of the current booklet, will 

also generate additional savings. I received a cost 

quote from one printer and the savings seemed to be 

about 35%. Based on the first round of proposals by 

print contractors, I expect that we should trim the cost 

of producing the Where and When by atleast 1/3. 

 

Event Fliers: 

These seem to be a hot topic lately. Recently, I was 

approached by our delegate, Debbie A., who was a bit 

more than curious as to why I had included a 

memberôs phone number (s) on one of the fliers. She 

was right to do this and itôs good to know someone is 

watching me, because quite frankly, with the 

incredible amount of data entry for this newsletter, itôs 

not beyond possibility for me to screw up. I know this 

must come a shock to some of you, lol. 

 

She was also sharing that it may be against tradition to 

include memberôs names, email addresses, or personal 

phone numbers on the documents.  

 

The rub here seems to be more about what appears on 

the internet, as opposed to what appears in print, due 

to the fact that there are those cyber idiots who would 

take advantage of this. 

 

The following text is from our AA Guidelines: 
 
      PERSONAL PHONE NUMBERS ON 

A.A. EVENT FLYERS 
Until relatively recently, A.A. members usually had 
little concern about placing their fi rst names, last 
initials and personal phone numbers on flyers 
announcing upcoming A.A. events, since these fl 
yers were typically given out only in A.A. meetings, 
left on tables at other A.A. events or distributed to 
members. Today, event fl yers can be easily 
uploaded and viewed on Web sites, accessible to 
the general public. 
 
Due to search services on the Internet, it is now 
possible to utilize phone numbers to fi nd out a 
personôs identity, including full names and, possibly, 
other personal information. If A.A. members 
become increasingly uneasy with personal phone 
numbers being placed on fl yers, event committees 
may need to look into alternate ways of providing 
contact information such as an event e-mail 
address.  
 

Considering all of this, Iôve come to following 

conclusion;  

 

In this and future issues, I will include business 

phone numbers only, such as hotels etc. Also, I 

will no longer  post names with email addresses, 

however, I will continue to post  email addresses 

by themselves, as event fliers are nearly 

worthless without some method of contact. 

 

It should also be noted that; I will be taking the 

advice of past delegate Dave T. and tagging this 

newsletter ñConfidentialò for the near future. Iôm 

sure much discussion will follow and many of us 

will become better informed on AA Tradition.

All are welcome 

to attend.   Only the committee will participate 

in the actual inventory but there will be time at 

the end for visitors to make comments.

If you have further questions please contact 

either your DCM or Tommy S, PC Access 

Chair at TommyScott@wamail.com or John 

P., accessibility@area72aa.org 
 

Accessibility Committee was originally set up 

with a $7500 budget in motion 04.3, which 

was almost enough to cover all of the 

language translation and interpretation needs 

at our 3 Area Committee Quarterlies and our 

Area Assembly. That was the only thing our 

committee was able to spend money on, as we 

had to hold onto almost all of our budget for 

the Area Assembly late in the year.  

Motion 09.1 brought all of the Assembly and 

Area Quarterly language translation and 

interpretation needs into the general budget, 

so it no longer comes out of our $7500 budget 

that was created with motion 04.3. There is no 

cap on 09.1, which means our Area has 

committed to taking care of all language needs 

at those events regardless of the cost (of 

course, the Area has to have the money for us 

to be able to spend it). 
 

 Accessibility Committee no longer has to 

worry about funding those 4 events, and it now 

has its full $7500 to handle other Accessibility 

needs for the Area. The money that's spent for 

09.1 really isn't for our Committee, as we don't 

have much of a choice about how to spend it. 

We just do the coordination of translators and 

interpreters for the Area. 
 

Pierce County Accessibility will be hosting the 

July 23, 2011 quarterly which will be held at 

Redeemer Lutheran Church in Fircrest. I 

see if there is a need. Flyers have been 

circulated in group boxes at the CSO. The 

Fellowship Group will also be hosting an ASL

6:00pm. Lets help them out and make 

announcements at your meetings and also 

attending their meeting for support.  
 

Our Area 72 Accessibility Chair, John P,

The point is this; we offer our experience, 

strength & hope. Our only aim is to be helpful. 

Nothing more than that. Their skepticism 

disappears when they hear our stories, you see it 

in their eyes. They are always grateful that we 

came, because they don't get a meeting unless 

we take one to them. 
 

I've been able to rub shoulders with the finest 

people around AA. They know what our 

Primary Purpose is and are practicing our 12
th
 

step on a regular basis. What a blessing to know 

these folks! 

Many AA's are not able to get cleared just yet 

ASL service, please contact me. The group or 

event would need to provide 20% of the cost of 

having ASL interpreter and the P.C. Access 

Committee would cover the balance. The cost is 

$60.00 an hour, two hour minimum.

CSO APRIL  2011 FINANCIAL  REPORTS 
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One of the very early recovering alcoholics who worked with co-

founder Bill W. was a man named Al, whose mother was secretary to 

Emmet Fox, a popular lecturer on New Thought philosophy. When the 

early groups were meeting in New York, members would frequently 

adjourn after a meeting and go to Steinway Hall to listen to Fox's 

lecture. To this day there are AA groups that distribute Fox's pamphlets 

along with Conference-approved AA literature.  

An account sets forth in "Dr. Bob and the Good Oldtimers" tells of the 

influence of Emmet Fox and his classic work, "Sermon on the Mount." 

An AA old-timer recollected: "The first thing he (Dr. Bob) did was to 

get Emmet Fox's 'Sermon on the Mount'....Once when I was working on 

a woman in Cleveland, I called and asked him what to do for someone 

who is going into DT's. He told me to give her the medication and he 

said, 'When she comes out of it and she decides she wants to be a 

different woman, get her Drummond's 'The Greatest Thing in the 

World.' Tell her to read it through every day for thirty days and she'll be 

a different woman.' Those were the three main books at the time; that 

and 'The Upper Room' and 'The Sermon on the Mount.'"  

Perhaps the fundamental contribution of Emmet Fox to Alcoholics 

Anonymous was the simplicity and power of "The Sermon on the 

Mount." This book sets forth the basic principles of the New Thought 

philosophy that "God is the only power, and that evil is insubstantial; 

that we form our own destiny by our thoughts and our beliefs; that 

conditions do not matter when we pray; that time and space and matter 

are human illusions; that there is a solution to every problem; that man 

is the child of God, and God is perfect good."  

Central to New Thought philosophy was the perspective which saw that 

love and personal forgiveness were the keys to fundamental 

transformation: "Love is by far the most important thing of all. It is the 

Golden Gate of Paradise. Pray for the understanding of love, and 

meditate upon it daily. It casts out fear. It is the fulfilling of the Law. It 

covers a multitude of sins. Love is absolutely invincible."  

Fox went on to say that forgiveness was an integral part of the Pathway 

 Emmet Fox 

(1886-1951) 

One of the most influential New Thought authors of the 20th Century 
 

of Love, "which is open to everyone in all circumstances, and upon which 

you may step at any moment - at this moment if you like - requires no 

formal introduction, has no conditions whatever. It calls for no expensive 

laboratory in which to work, because your own daily life, and your 

ordinary daily surroundings are your laboratory. It needs no reference 

library, no professional training, no external apparatus of any kind. All it 

does need is that you should begin steadfastly to expel from your 

mentality every thought of personal condemnation (you must condemn a 

wrong action, but not the actor), of resentment for old injuries, and of 

everything which is contrary to the law of Love. You must not allow 

yourself to hate either person, or group, or nation, or anything whatever.  

"You must build-up by faithful daily exercise the true Love-

consciousness, and then all the rest of spiritual development will follow 

upon that. Love will heal you. Love will illumine you."  

One of the cornerstones of Fox's philosophy was to live but one day at a 

time, to be responsible for one's own thoughts and to clear up 

resentments, just as AA was to teach that "resentments are our number 

one cause of slips." For Fox, one of the most important rules for growth 

was to live in the present: "Live in today, and do not allow yourself to live 

in the past under any pretense. Living the past means thinking about the 

past, rehearsing past events, especially if you do this with feeling...train 

yourself to be a man or woman who lives one day at a time. You'll be 

surprised how rapidly conditions will change for the better when you 

approach this ideal."  

Emmet Fox emphasized the idea that thoughts are real things, and that 

one cannot have one kind of mind and another kind of life. According to 

Fox, if we want to change our lives, then we must change our thoughts 

first. Many of his simply stated profundities have contributed to an AA 

philosophy that has transformed the lives of literally millions of 

recovering alcoholics.
