THE MARTY MANN STORY

MartyMann is scarcely a household word today, yet s
arguably one of the most influential people of thett
centuy. Marty's life was like a blazing fire, but wasanky
extinguished by personal tragedy and degradatibe.r&se t
a triumphant recovery that powered a historic, ualpelec
change in our society. Through her vision and |eship, the
attitude of Ameica toward alcoholism was changed frol
moral issue to one of public health. This was an&edou
shift, especially considering America's long tenamer
history which culminated in the Prohibition Amendmhent
1920.

Marty was able to accomplish thegkings despit
numerous, very difficult setbacks along the wayy ane o
which might have overcome a lesser person. Shedmoe
the first to claim that her sobriety, found througltoholics
Anonymous (AA) in its very earliest days, was thesi
important factor in her succestdeed, she was the fi
woman to stay sober in AA from 1940 until her death
1980.

Marty was born into a life of wealth and privilege
Chicago in the early 1900s. Her family sent hethe bes
private schools. She walklessed with beauty, brains.
powerful will and drive, phenomenal energy and sing
charisma. She traveled extensively. She debuted, rfarrie:
into a wealthy New Orleans family. Her future sed
ordained to continue on the same patrician traatepxfor
one serious setback on the way.

Marty's drinking was an occupational hazard in livex of
work. Within 10 years she&ent from a bright, assured future
a hideous existence of round-tbeck drinking. She lost ol
job after another. She became destitute, livingodf goodwil
of friends, convinced that she was hopelessly iasarwc
suicide attempts nearly killed heand desperate drinki
threatened to finish the job.

At this point, friends intervened. She was acceped:
charity patient at Bellevue Hospital in New Yorktyither
transferred to Blythewood, an exclusive private ghéytric
inpatient center in Connecticut as a chapiggient. There we
a few patients who were alcoholics, like Marty, sk
behavior had become bizarre or unmanageable.

It is difficult these days to imagine a world whehe tern
"alcoholism" was virtually unknown and there was
treatment except "drying out." Alcoholigsnonymous didn
exist. The medical profession was as much in thk da th
alcoholics and their baffled families. The concepf
alcoholism as a disease -- and a major, treataideab that-
was scarcely known.

Then in 1935, two alcoholics, Bill Wilson and Drolf
Smith, happened to come together to help each dits
sober. Alcoholics Anonymous, probably the most fag
grassroots, self-help health movement of all timas launche:
on its shaky way.

Within four years, Bill and Dr. Bob and a handful ofe
pioneers hadttracted two small groups of men who mani
to achieve sobriety; one ikron, Ohio (Dr. Bob's home), a
the other in New York City (Bill W's homeT.hey decided 1
write down their experiences in the belief and htp they
could thereby broaden their outreach to other snff
alcoholics. The booKAlcoholics Anonymous" was born, a
at the heart of it was the famous "$&ps," which have be
adopted and adapted by literally hundreds of oltieds o
self-help groups. The year was 1939.

The year of 1939 was also a fateful year for Magtye ha
been a patient &lythewood for months, still unable to rem
completely sober. Heenlightened psychiatrist, Dr. Ha
Tiebout, gave her a manuscript"@ficoholics Anonymous" t
read, convinced that it would help her in a waycbeald not
This opened the door to her recovery.

Eventually she was persuaded by Dr. Tiebout tandttee
first AA meeting, held in the home of Bill Wilsand his wife
Lois.

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once a week. Many members literally drove over adnex
miles each way to attend the fellowship. Contrast thane
with the thousands anthousands of AA meetings availa
across America today, the majority a shdistance fror
home.

Furthermore, all of the AA members were men. A
women had drifted imandout, but the stigma against won
alcoholics was as strong as ever. Wonrarely had th
courage to seek help, even if they acknowledgey thight
have a problem.

Marty loved and appreciated AA from the beginniBge
was immensely relievei learn she was not incurably inse
but instead had a disease whiolanifested itself as "
allergy of the body coupled with an obsession &f rthind."
Scientific research describes this condition adoghemica
abnormality affecting the body and the brain in svayhict
increasingly limit the predisposed person's apiiit functior
or to stop, despite dire consequences.

Marty had three relapses during her first 18 moimh&A.
Slips, or relapses, while distressing and sometitragcally
fatal, are not uncommowith many of those who come it
AA. Later, Marty settled down, and the rémsdaling began
she started to apply the 12 Steps to her life.

Fve years after she found AA, Marty had a dream.
vision was to educatthe whole country about alcoholis
She was obsessed with eliminating théstoric stigm
atteched to chronic inebriation. She joined forces wiitla
Yale School of Alcohol Studies (now at Rutgers)evehearl
significant scientific research into alcoholism was unden
Eventually her nationwideeducational efforts led to t
creation of a separate organization, Netional Council o
Alcoholism (now the National Council on Alcoholisanc
Drug Dependence or NCADD). NCADD has been
country's most importanéducational, referral resource
alcoholics, their families and communities all asrdhe
country.

Marty was the right person at the right place amet Shi
was extremelyfortunate to find a wealthy donor, Brink
Smithers, who was committed twer goals and generou
supported her organization. Marty was intendelyused o
her misgon. More than one person said she was like a
coming down the track jump on or get out of the way. +
elegant appearancecaptivating charm, intellect a
breathtaking charisma swept people off their feet.

By all accounts, she was one of the tmgsellbinding
speakers this land hasver seen. Even audiences initi
skeptical of her message, that aaoholic is a sick pers:
who can be helped, ended up enthusiasticalfyporting he
For most of her 24 years as director of NCA, shintameda
speaking schedule afver 200 talks annually. The purpost
Marty's talks was to establish local volunteer gioin ever
major city. These affiliates of NCA would carry oMCA's
mission to provide education, information and nefkeirfor
their respedéve communities. Government financial supj
was minimal to nonexistent. Most of the funding fite
affiliates came from local, private donations.

By now, one would think Marty had it all. Restoreealth

sobriety, the realization of her dream. Thenc® more, st
was felled by a disease beyond her contrdhis time it wa
cancer. Several surgeries were required, and ealgntshe
recovered from the cancer. Doctors were amazed dy
medical history: recovery from three major dises
recurrencesof severe chronic depression, plus the phy
consequences of her early suicide attempts.

When she was 65, Marty retired with some reluctdnom
active management of NCA. It was not easy for ha
relinquish control of her creation and the cenfralus of he
passion for over two decades. As NCA's promotehaui
peer, she continued a punishing speaking scheduldhe
organization's behalf for many years, but gave epperson:
involvement in day-to-day affairs.

In the early 1950s, Edward R. Naow, distinguishe
journalist, selected Marty as one of the 10 gréaliemg
Americans. During her lifetime, Marty was extremelell-
known in the local, regional and national dishopeself-will,
selfseeking and fear.
