This Tradition, Number 4, & specific application
general principles already outlined in Traditionart 2.

Tradition 1 states;Each member of Alcoholi
Anonymous is but a small part of a great whole..
must continue to live or most of us will surely.
Hence our cmmon welfare comes first. But individ
welfare follows close afterward.”

Tradition 2 statesfFor our group purpose there
but one ultimate authoritya- loving God as He m
express Himself in our group conscience."

With these concepts inimd, let us look mot
closely at Tradition 4. The first sentence of Ttiadi 4
guarantees each A.A. group local autonomy. '
respect to its own affairs, the group may make
decisions, adopt any attitudes that it likes. Nereall
or intergroup authity should challenge this prime
privilege. We feel this ought to be so, even thotlg
group might sometimes act with complete indiffer
to our tradition. For example, an A.A. group codifi
it wished, hire a paid preacher asdpport him oubf
the proceeds of a group night club. Though suc
absurd procedure would be miles outside our tiag
the group's "right to be wrong" would be F
inviolate. We are sure that each group can be gk
and safely granted, these most extreme privilegés.
know that our familiar process of trial and errasuld
summarily eliminate both the preacher and the
club. Those severe growing pains which invari
follow any radical departure from A.A. traditionn

be absolutely relied upon to bring an ng group bac
into line. An A.A. group need not be coerced by
human government over and above its own mern
Their own experience, plus A.A. opinion
surrounding groups, plus God's prompting in i
group conscience would be sufficient. Mucavail ha
already taught us this. Hence we may confidentiy
to each group, "You should be responsible to net
authority than your own conscience."

Yet please note one important qualification. Itl
be seen that such extreme liberty of giuuand actio
applies only to the group's own affairs Rightly
enough, this Tradition goes on to sdaBut when it
plans concern the welfare of neighboring group®,
these groups ought to be consulte@bviously, if an
individual, group or regionatommittee could take .

Alcoholics Anonymous as a whole, or seriously dis
surrounding groups, that would not be liberty &t lé
would be sheer license; it would be anarchy,
democracy.

Theefore, we A.A.s have universally adopted
principle of consultation. This means that if agé
A.A. group wishes to take any action which m
affect surrounding groups, it consults them. Othdre
be one, it confers with the intergroup commitiieethe
area. Likewise, if a group or regional committesive:
to take any action that might affect A.A. as a vehd
consults the trustees of The Alcoholic Foundatiging
are, in effect, our oveall General Service Committc
For instance, no group antergroup could feel free
initiate, without consultation, any publicity thatight
affect AAA. as a whole. Nor could it assume
represent the whole of Alcoholics Anonymous
printing and distributing anything purporting to
A.A. standard literaure. This same principle wot
naturally apply to all similar situations. Thoudtete i
no formal compulsion to do so, all undertakingshoé
general character are customarily checked witt
A.A. General Headquarter

This idea is clearly summzed in the last senter
of Tradition 4, which observe$On such issues o
common welfare is paramount.”

HOW THEY DO IT.
Here are the steps we took toward recovetye (fbllowing is a
summary):

We admitted we were powerless over alcohloat our lives had
become unmanageable,

Came to believe that a Power greater thasebegs could restore us
to sanity.

Admitted to God, as we understood Him, to elwes, and to another
human being the nature of our wrongs.

Made a list of all people we had harmed andevdirect amends
wherever possible.

Sought through prayer and meditation to improur conscious
contact with God as we understood Him.

Having had a spiritual experience as the teduhese steps, weied
to carry this message to alcoholics and to pradtiese principles in ¢
our affairs."
