It tells every alcoholic in the wottdht h
may become, and remain, a member of Alcoh
Anonymousso long as he says.sim short, Alcoholic
Anonymous has no membership rt

Why is this so? Our answer is simple and prac
Even in self protection, we do not wish to ered
slightest barrier between ourselves and the br
alcoholic who stillsuffers. We know that society |
been demanding that he conform to its laws
conventions. But the essence of his alcoholic nyais
the fact that he has been unable or unwillin
conform either to the laws of man or God. If h
anything, the sick alcoholic isa rebelliou
nonconformist. How well we understand that; e
member of Alcoholics Anonymous was once a 1
himself. Hence we cannot offer to meet him at
halfway mark. We must enter the dark cave whe
is and show him that we undtred. We realize that
is altogether too weak and confused to jump hurdi
we raise obstacles, he might stay away and péetie
might be denied his priceless opportunity.

So when he asks, "Are there any conditions?'
joyfully reply, "No, not a oe." When skeptically |
comes back saying, "But certainly there must begt
that | have to do and believe," we quickly answer
Alcoholics Anonymous there are musts' Cynically,

perhaps, he then inquires, "What is this all gdio
cost me?" We ar able to laugh and say, "Nothing
all, there are no fees and dues." Thus, in a boef, i
our friend disarmed of his suspicion and rebellidis
eyes begin to open on a new world of friendship
understanding. Bankrupt idealist that he has bkin,
ideal is no longer a dream. After years of lonagrsl
it now stands revealed. The reality of Alcohc
Anonymous bursts upon him. For Alcoho
Anonymous is saying, "We have something prict
to give, if only you will receive." That is all. Bto ou
new friend, it is everything. Without more ado,
becomes one of us.

Our membership tradition does contain, however
vitally important qualification. That qualificati
relates to the use of our name, Alcoholics Anonyst
We believe that anywo or three alcoholics gathe!
together for sobriety may call themselves an

group provided that, as a group, they have no

affiliation. Here our purpose is clear and uneqoak
For obvious reasons we wish the name Alcoh
Anonymous to besed only in connection with straig
A.A. activities. One can think of no A.A. member @
would like, for example, to see the formation ofy"
A.A. groups, "wet" A.A. groups, Republican A
groups, Communist A.A. groups. Few, if any, wc
wish our grops to be designated by religic
denominations. We cannot lend the A.A. name,

indirectly to other activities, however worthy.vife dc
so we shall become hopelessly compromised
divided. We think that A.A. should offer its expamce
to the whole wrld for whatever use can be made ¢
But not its name. Nothing could be more certain.

Let us of A.A. therefore resolve that we shall afevae
inclusive, and never exclusive, offering all we édt
all men save our title. May all barriers be thugeled
may our unity thus be preserved. And may God
us a long life --and a useful one!

He has been called the greatest social architettteoOth century. +
called himself Bill W. As a securities analyst hada fortunes for himéfe
and his clients. But he lost everything when heabez a hopeless drunk.
Then, throughthe gift of a higher power, he found a road to very anc
helped create a unique fellowship that has brodngipe and new life -
millions around the world. | amapt of that fellowship, and | was given
amazing grace to know this extraordinary man.

Twenty-five years ago, doctors told me | waig to die -- soon -f |
didn't stop drinking. But | couldn't face realityitout copious quantitic
of vodka, followed by beer chasers.

As a young man, | had come to New York City frormkas, carved o
a career in public relations, married, had threididn, and establishec
home in a fashionable Connecticut suburb.

On the outside, | looked praspus, but inside | was tormented
feelings of inadequacy. When | was 40, an enormswslling wa:
diagnosed as advanced cirrhosis of the liver. | beeh getting purpli
bruises all over my body and suffered nosebleedd typical of this kint
of liver damage. Once, on a business trip, | couldaft gomiting bloor
and lost half of all | had. My life was saved wittansfusions. But
couldn't stop drinking, even after | had anothenbehage.

Finally, my physician gave up on me and seettonDr. Harry M
Tiebout, one of the few psychiatrists then pranticivho were sympathe
toward Alcoholics Anonymous and who recognized laddism as
disease, not a character flaw. Tiebout suggestedtd A.A., but | was tc
far gone to quit drinkingat that point, and so was committed to +
Watch Farm in Kent, Conn. There | took the first A's 12 steps;
admitted | was powerless over alcohol, that my IHad becomr
unmanageable. On July 4, 1961, | joined the felldpref A.A. and starte
a sober life.

Three years later when | volunteered to help A.#&hwublic relations
I met Bill W. He was a legend, and | was nervousl antered hi
Manhattan office.

Bill was slouched in a chair, his feet up on advati oak desk that w
scared with dozens of burn marks from cigarette stWidsen he stood |
was about six feet, two inches -- slender and ldioseed.

Bill was careful to restrain his drinking when haswvith Lois and h
family. He and Lois were married before he was phipto France as
second lieutenant in the Coast Artillery. Therediseovered fine burgun
and cognac. By #htime the war was over in 1918 he had provedrtséf
again that he was a "number one" man, a leadeeaf mhero.

When Bill returned to the States, he and Lois liwgth her parents. E
day he worked as a fraud investigator for an insceafrm. At night he
attended Brooklyn Law School. Soon he was fasaihbtethe stock mark
and became a successful analyst, speculator, aedleviealer, with client
at several brokerage houses on Wall Street.

But Bill's drinking was taking over. Hgas too drunk to pass his fil
exam at Brooklyn Law.

violent. He got into fights with waiters, cabdrigsebartenders, and strangers

For a long time, Bill and Lois were able to delutiemselves. The
lived in luxurious apartment, joined countcjubs.

By 1932, Bill had begun to fear for his sanity. '®nin a drunken fit
he said, "I threw a sewing machine at Loiswy dear Lois. Another time
got mad at her and stormed through the house kjckint door panel
smashing walls with my fists. | remember a nightewh was in such he
that | was afraid the demons inside me would prapel through th
window. | diagged my mattress downstairs so | couldn't suddenly out.'
By midsummer of 1934, Bill entered New York CitZharles B. Towr
Hospital, which specialized in the treatment ofolldism. Most peop
regarded alcoholics as persons who lacked willppwlearacter and or
discipline. But Bill's doctor at Towns, William Daan Silkworth, was or
of the few medical men to conclude that alcoholisma sickness. He tc
Lois that not many alcoholics as far down the slagsBill was eve
recovered. He wadraady showing signs of brain damage. Bill wouldé
to be confined for the rest of his life.

But Bill looked so robust after the treatment thatwent home. Th
time he stayed sober for several months. Howevemibrning following
Armistice Day Lois found him in a stupor, hanging on the fencesioe the
house.

They looked at each other and Bill saw the lasamglef hope dying |
her eyes. He knew he was doomed. "Well, so behig"thought. H
resigned himself. "As long as | have my gin."

Not long afterward, Ebby Thatcher, Bill's old fréeand fellow drinke:
phoned. What a strange coincidence. (We in A.A.teaya coincidence
a miracle in which God chooses to remain anonymdsifl. invited him
over. How good it would be to share a few withfoigner drinking buddy.
Soon the doorbell rang. There stood Ebbylear of eye and clean
breath.

"What's gotten into you, Ebby?" Bill asked.
Ebby grinned and replied, "I've got religion."

And now E
was carrying the message to Bill.

"Ebby told me he had to admit he was licked," Bdid. "He had to oper
admit his sins, make restitution to people he hadned, and give lo
without a price tag. He had to pray to whatever Gedbelieved in -and il
he didn't believe in a God, to act as if he didbfld me he hadn't hac
drink for six months.

"A couple of weeks later, after another bender, dntvback to Towr

Hospital and checked myself in. Ebby @no see me. Get honest v
yourself, he said. Talk it out with somebody eBat | didn't want any pe
of this God foolishness. Pray to whatever God yunoktis out there, Ebt
said.

"That's all there was to it."

During one more sleepless nighill fell to the "very bottom," and "n
stubborn pride was wiped out." He called out, Hére is a God, let hi
show himself! | am ready to do anything!"

Suddenly, the hospital room "Lit up with a greatiteHight." A strang

ecstasy flooded tbugh him. "A wind not of air but of spirit was blavg,"
was how he described it. "l felt at peace ... atdought, No matter hc
wrong things seem to be things are all right withd@nd his world."
Bill was discharged on December 18, 1934. He ntak another drink ¢
alcohol. But he was always at pains to reassuriatsmost alcoholics d
not have sudden blinding experiences like his. Midstis found a God,
higher power of our own, very slowly.

In the beginning months of his own sobrjebyjll pulled drunks out ¢
bars and took them to Oxford Group meetings.

But the fellowshigirbegan to grow slowl
The first national publicity AA. received came from an article in
magazine LIBERTY which brought 800 letters and salvundred orde
for Bill W's book.

The article led to a piece in THE SATURDAY EVENINBOSI
published in March 1941 and entitled "Alcoholicsofwymous." Itcreated
sensation, and groups sprang up from Maine to @ald --many just base
on some desperate person's reading the book and toyput its principle
into practice.

Now translated into 13 languages, the book sold @0€,000 copies
1985, more than five million in all. And that groill started in Brooklyi
in 1935 has now grown to approximately 35,000 gsoinpthe United State
and 70,000 worldwide.

That was the story that Bill W. told to uslegear at A.A. headquarters.
On January 24, 1971, at the age of 75, Bill dieemiphysema. Two da
later, the New York Times published his obituaryl gnut it on page one
and the world learned his full name: William Giffiwilson.
