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The story of Frank Buchman'’s spiritual journey thegtd to the creation of the
Oxford Group, which was instrumental in the birflAdcoholics Anonymous.

June 27, 2010, will mark the 1’62mniversary of Frank
Buchman’s Spiritual Awakening — one that directhked
him to the cofounders of AA.

As a young man Buchman gave everything he hadtabléshing
shelter for homeless boys in the slums of PhilddelpThe shelte
success surpassed his budget and thensixber board of directc
insisted that he cut the amount of food being giteehis charges. +
quit instead of cutting back. Resentment consumied Hlis family
despaired that he might not come to his senseswbtis was dstroyec
by what he saw as the sheitthtedness of others. His health was
past the breaking point. 'Everywhere | went, | tonk with me," h
later said.

During a trip to recuperate in Europe, he exhaugitedfunds hi
father gave him and exedt on the kindness of his family and
generosity of acquaintances. Tired and dejectedwieat to a
Evangelical Conference in Keswick, England, hopiogonnect wit
FB Meyer, a famous minister he knew, for spirithalp. Meyer wa
not in attendance; another plan gone awry. Jund 208, 30 yeaold
Frank Buchman, a Pennsylvanian Lutheran Ministaalked into a
afternoon service with 17 other people to hearideBenn Lewi
preach on the cross of Christ. And then it happeAsdBuchman sat
thatChapel, There was a moment of spiritual peak oditwbod coul
do for me. | was made a new man. My hatred was .gdrkmew | hac
to write six letters to those men | hated.’

'| am writing,' declared Buchman, 'to tell you thagave harbored i
unkind feeling toward you at times | conquered it but it always ce
back. Our views may differ but as brothers we ntm&t. | write to as
your forgiveness and to assure that | love youtaust by God's grace
shall never more speak unkindly or dispanagy of you.' Those lette
of amends spawned a revolution in Frank Buchmamyvalution tha
led to the birth of Alcoholics Anonymous.

That evening, Frank was introduced to a young Cafgbrman
who upon hearing Buchman’s tale of moral regenaratnade
decision to change his own life. As Buchman desdtiiy, This was tt
first fellow who | knew that | had ever brought éato face with thi
central experience.' For the next half century Boah dedicated b
life to demonstrating that an expice of God was available
anyone at anytime, regardless of race, religiagscbr nationality.

From England, Frank returned to the United Statesrevhe went
work as the YMCA director at Penn State Universitiiere he had
profound effecton campus life, due in part to the conversion &
campus bootlegger, who during a trip to Torontohwirank and
group of students from Penn State, made a decisichange his lift
After having Frank help him by writing an amendgdeto his wig,
the bootlegger never drank again and went arouedwtbrld witk
Frank talking about his change. Frank Buchman destrthe fou
years that he spent at Penn State as the laboratoryhich he
developed a practical program of action and learhed to tave

honest conversations that led people to make dessbchange the
lives.

The formula he developed was: 1. The sharing of ins an
temptations with another Christian life given to dband to us
sharing as witness to help others, stilichanged, to recognize ¢
acknowledge their sins. 2. Surrender of our lifastp present, ai
future, into God’s keeping and direction. 3. Resitn to all whom w
have wronged directly or indirectl. Listening to, accepting, relyi
on God’'s Guidace and carrying it out in everything we do or
great or small.

Sound familiar? The application of this course oftian
revolutionized the spiritual life of the campusgdats success broug
Christian Evangelists from all over the world todiout what wa
happening on a backwater campus that had beerypedaby strife
After Penn State, Frank went to China in 1917 whanehone:
conversation with a young Sam Shoemaker helpedt8asil him, '
have been a pious fraud, pretending to servd Bt actually keepir
all the trump cards in my own hands. Now I've tBlidh how sorry
am, and | trust you'll forgive me for harboringuilill against you. Thi
sprang up the moment you used that word sin!"'Buaisaid that t
freely forgave him.

‘Now what's the next step?' Shoemaker asked. Tkiestep wa
making amends to Sam’'s Bible study class. The teoubas
Shoemaker told his Chinese students, he dislikednaChTha
admission produced such a profound spiritual erpee i
Shoemaketthat it led to his working closely with Buchman ftbre
next 21 years and brought the revolution of ‘Rshtury Christianit
(later known as the Oxford Group) to people worldisviThe messa
of personal revolution was transmitted by one fimfed Chrstian
sharing with another and by inviting people to b@yarties.' If yo
have ever attended an AA convention or round up Y@wve
experienced an Oxford Group house party. Speakers twought i
from a variety of places to share their experiestrength and hope
both large speaker meetings and small specialestteneetings. Me
would tell their stories in men’s meetings; womarmiomen'’s; ther
were even forums for drug addicts, overeaters,danks.

At these gatherings, both speakemd experienced members wo
be available for 'personal interviews' where shgrand surrend
could take place. Then people would be encouragedmake
restitution and have a daily ‘quiet time' to reedivspiration on how
conduct their lives. Whenehwas pressed for a definition of :
Buchman said, 'What is a sin for one person maybeot sin fc
another. The true definition of sin is that it @1ething that separa
you from God or from your fellows.' In 1922, Jim WMen, a youn
salesman wit a taste for fast living, followed a group of atiive
young women into a hotel ballroom thinking they #egoing to
dance. To his dismay he found himself in an Oxf@dup hous
party at the Toy Town Tavern in Winchengton, Maksaetts, whe!
he hard a message that changed his life. Buchman eefféfewton t
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Shoemaker who helped Newton take stock of his $iferender, mal
restitution, and start to live a 'guided life".

Sam,he had a remarkable gift bringing people to me
decision, went through the process with Bud who édiately lost hi
obsession to drink, made amends to his father afej and returne
to the good graces of his family. Harvey Firestoves so impressed
with the change in his son that he convinced Hisvieindustrialists it
Akron, Ohio, to help underwrite an Oxford Group keparty held i
January 1933 at the Mayflower Hotel. Buchman arsl tbamwere
welcomed by the Rev Walter Tunks, a close friefdhe F family
also in attendance were Henrietta Seiberling amtefiry and Clarac
Williams who were to become the founders of the WHils meeting
of the Oxford Group in Akron.

Also in 1933, Shoemaker's ministry at Calvary Chuin New
York City's Gramercy Park was a hub of Oxford Group agtivithere
were Oxford Group meetings held three times a waelCalvarn
Church where people shared the life changes theylisaovered froi
applying the Oxford Group principles. He also foeddhe Calvary
Mission, which was a hostel for indigent alcoholicen. Man:

sober. A few days after that, Bill went to see Elahythe Calvar
Mission, gave an impassioned, albeit drunken testimfrom the
podium and soon after landed in Townes HospitabyBlsited him
there and reacquainted Bill with the steps of thefo@ Groug
whereupon Bill had his profound white light expede, lost hi

compulsion to drink and was seized with a desirep&ss on h
experience to others.

When Bill was released, he andid immediately started attend
Oxford Group meetings at Calvary Church and hadufeet conta
with Sam Shoemaker. Lois said that they went toirmum of thre:
meetings a week and attended house parties dumnirst three yea
of Bill's sobriety. Six months after sobering up, Bill went to Aki
Ohio, on a business venture that failed. When haddimself about
enter the bar at the same Mayflower Hotel whereQkfard Group ha
met, he started searching for an alcoholic to h&lat momentof
desperation led him to the Rev Walter Tunks anidhalely to Henriett
Seiberling who knew just the man. A local proctidbgwho thought
was a closet drinker, had been attending the WékObford Groug
meeting for two years with his wife, hiproblem becomin
progressively worse.

The Doctor later described his impression of thesttlls Group, '
was thrown in with a crowd of people....I sensed thtaty ha
something | did not have, from which | might regdirofit. | learne
that it was something of a spiritual nature, which did ngpegd to m
very much, but | thought it could do no harm.' BM met with Bob :

Though he accepted Bill's degtian d alcoholisn
as a fatal illness and the Oxford Group steps asstblution, Bo
believed that making restitution to those he haunkeawould destro
his practice and put his family further at risk.

When Dr Bob retulatedthat nigh
he told his frightened loved ones that he had leaking restitution t
people to whom he had been too afraid to admitltisholism.

What is the purpose of anonymity in Alcoholics Agorous? Why is it dén referred to as the greatest single protectienFellowship has
assure its continued existence and growth?

If we look at the history of A.A., from its begimg in 1935 until now, it is clear that anonymity\sss two different yet equally vital functions:

At the personal level, anonymity provides protattior all members from identification as alcoholies safeguard often cfpecia
importance to newcomers.

At the level of press, radio, TV, films and new nzetéchnologies such as the Intermetpnymity stresses the equality in the Fellowsti
all members by putting the brake on those who maherwise exploit their A.A. affiliation to achiewecognition, power,rgersone
gain.

Anonymity on a perso-to-person basis

From its earliest daysA.A. has promised personal anonymity to all whterad its meetings. Because its founders and firsinbers wel
recovering alcoholics themselves, they knew frogirtbwn experience how ashamed most alcoholicalaoet their drinking, how fearful theye
of public exposure. The social stigma of alcoholisas great, and those early A.A. members recogrtlzaida firm assuranaa confidentiality
was imperative if they were to succeed in attrgcéind helping other alcoholics to achieve sobriety.

Over the years, anonymity has proved one of thatgsé gifts that A.A. offers the suffering alcoltoWithout it, many would ner attend the
first meeting. Although the stigma has lessenedame degree, most newcomers still find admissiotheir alcotolism so painful that it
possible only in a protected environment. Anonynigtgssential for this atmosphere of trust and npss.

Valuable as privacy is to new members, it is not#myothat most of them are eager to share the gmwes of their A.Aaffiliation with theil
families. Such a disclosure, however, is alwaysrtben choice: A.A. as a whole seeks to ensure ithdividual members syaas private ar
protected as they wish, or as open as they wighytdielonging to the Fellowship; butalys with the understanding that anonymity at évell o
the press, radio, TV, films and new media technekguch as the Internet, is crucial to our coimigsobriety and growth —at both the persor
and group levels.

Anonymity at the media lev

After its first few years of success, the Fellovgshitracted much favorable attention in the pr&sscles praising A.A. ppeared in magazines ¢
newspapers across the country. And, with each mielea the ranks of A.A. grew. In those days, gesrestill feared the consequences of pu
disclosure; and so the first press coverage guandembers’ anonymity for safety’'s sake. The arrivlhew media technologé such as tl
Internet has offered new vehicles to carry the Ankssage to the publid.A. members continue to preserve their anonynmitthiese new publ
media.

As public awareness concerning alcoholism increaesistigma decreased, and soon some A.A. merblegan to publicly acknwaedge thei
affiliation in the media. One of the firto do so was a famous ballplayer whose comebacksw spectacular that newspapers lavished atieor
his successful struggle against alcohol. Believirag he could help A.A. by revealing his membersh@discussed it opgnlEven the founders
A.A. approved his actions simply because they had/et experienced the costs of such publicity.

Then other members decided to break their anonymithe media —some motivated by good will, others by personahg&ome membe
devised schemes to tie in their A.A. affiliationthviall sorts of business enterprises, insurandessaryingeut farms, even a temperal
magazine, to name a few.

It did not take long for those at A.A. headquartersealize that overzealous and self-serving amityybre&ers could quickly jeopardize t
Fellowship’s hard-won reputation. And they saw tifi@nhe person was made an exception, other exaeptvould inevitably follow. To assureeth
unity, effectiveness, and welfare of A.A., anonyntiaid to be universal. It was the guardian oftedt tA.A. stood for.

In stressing the equality of all A.A. members — amdty in the common bond of their recovery froneadlolism —anonymity serves as t
spiritual foundation of the Fellowship. Back in B94ill W., our co-founer, wrote: “The word ‘anonymous’ has for us an iemse spiritu:
significance. Subtly but powerfully, it reminds tisat we are always to place principles before peakiies; that we haveenounced persor
glorification in public; that our movement not orgyeaches but actually practices a true humility.”
