Judge Walter Perrin Smith and Mrs. Susan Ame
Holbrook (Smith) were married in Vermont on Augd$,
1876.

Judge Smith and his wife Susan were first listetheNortt
Congregational Church, St. Johnsbury Yearbook8if81

Their only son Robert HolbréoSmith [Dr. Bob] was born .
the family home on Summer Street, St. Johnsburyndat,
on August 8, 1879

Robert H. Smith was first listed in the North etedl in
North Congregational Church, St, Johnsbury, Y edktbiox
1880.

Judge Walter and Mrs. Sthibecame members of the Nc
Congregational Church on May 7, 1883

Young Bob Smith attended the Summer Street ScimoSt.
Johnsbury. He entered St. Johnsbury Academy in 1894

Bob met Anne Robinson Ripley of Oak Park, lllinatsa St
Johnsbury Academydance while Anne (a student
Wellesley) was spending a holiday with a collegenfd.

Robert H. Smith was a good student, debater, friy
member, manager of the Glee Club, and Commence
Orator when he graduated from St. Johnsbury Acadie
1898. He graduated with good grades.

Throughout his years as a youngster in St. Johgslirr,

Bob received excellent, extensive, and continuimgistian
religious training from his parents. Bob’s fathadde Smitl
was a member, Sunday school superintehdé&unda
school teacher, and later a deacon at North Coatjoez!
Church. Bob’s mother Susan H. Smith was a mer
Sunday school Superintendent, Sunday school tei
president of the Congregational Women’s Club, giimgehe
church quartet, and iolved in domestic mission work

North Congregational. Judge Smith had been a etiol
the YMCA and examiner at St. Johnsbury Academy..

Smith was a graduate of the Academy, a teachee,tlz
Academy historian, and a member of the Alumni Exeeu
Committee. All scholars at the Academy were reqlita

attend Daily Chapel with prayer and Scripture regdanc
all were required weekly to attend a church senace
Bible study. Bob specifically stated that from dhiboc
through high school, he weto church, Sunday school ¢
evening service, Monday night Christian Endeavord
sometimes to the Wednesdayening prayer meeting. F
activity in the Christian Endeavor Society invol
confession of Christ, Bible study meetings, prayeetings
conversion meetings, discussion of religious literatuanc
the observing of Quiet Hour.

Robert H. Smith attended and graduated from Darti
College in 1902.

Bob spent the next three years in Boston, Chicagal
Montreal; and, for the first two yeamt of Dartmouth, h
was employed by Fairbanks Morse, the St. Johnsinale:
manufacturing company for which his father had obeer
an attorney.

He occasionally came to Chicago on business ob&ik:
Morse (and, said an A.A. publication, probatiysee Anne
who was then teaching school at nearby Oak Park).

He worked at various jobs in Boston and Montreal torer
entered University of Michigan as a premed studafier
which, despite his drinking problems, he receivisdchedits
and was enabtl to transfer as a junior in the fall of 190
Rush University.

In 1910, after further training at Rush MemorialllEge in
Chicago, he received his medical degree. In fa@t
scholarship and deportment had been so meritotiatshe
secured a highly coveted twear internship at Cif
Hospital, Akron, Ohio.

He completed his internship in 1912 and openedffecean
the Second National Bank Building, and remainedé
until his retirement in 1948.

Dr. Bob Smith married Anne Ripley on JanuaBy 2915, ir
a ceremony at the home of Anne’s mother, Mrs. Jt
Pierce Ripley.

Robert H. and Anne R. Smith purchased a home a
Ardmore in Akron, Ohio—the place where Alcoholi
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Anonymous was founded on June 10, 1935 by Bob alh
Wilson.

The onl son of Dr. Bob and Anne Smith was named Rc¢
Ripley Smith. He was born on June 5, 1918, and he
given the nickname “Smitty.” Many years later, Sg
became a much sought after speaker at A.AAmdn, anc
history meetings.

After a period as a geral practitioner, Dr. Bob decided
become a surgeon. He received further medicalitgial
Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minnesota, and Jeffe
Medical School in Philadelphia. In 1929, he bege
specialized practice as a proctologist and rectajeon.

The other Smith child, Suzanne Smith Windows, was
February 15, 1918. Her biological mother had turhet
children over to their maternal grandmother whotum,
gave up the children to the Summit County, C
Children’s Home. In the summer $935, at age 5, Sue w
adopted by Dr. Bob and Anne Smith. Sue spent the T
years living with them and her stépether Smitty in th
Smith house on Ardmore Avenue.

Dr. Bob’s daughter Sue Smith Windows was very ciea
phone conversation with Bk B. that she and her brotl
Smitty were regular attenders at the Church of Sawioul
in the Akron, Ohio, area.

Anne Ripley Smith died on June 1, 1949. Anne was Ci
by A.A. Cofounder Bill Wilson “one of the founders
A.A.” and “the Mother of A.A.”

Shortly after Anne’s death, and before he died, Bob
became a communicant at St. Paul's Protestant &
Churchin Akron, Ohio. This was the church of which
Walter F. Tunks was rector when Bill Wilson cong&thinm
in 1935, searching for a drunk to help. Tunks wasvidy
Firestone, Sr.’s pastor and was a substantialciaatit ir
the events that brought Oxfo@roup Founder Dr. Frank
D. Buchman, to Akron in the famous events of Jayy
1933, that soon led to the founding of A.A. in 193binks
performed several liturgical services involving Bx
family.

Dr. Bob died of cancer at City Hospital, Akron, dovembe
16, 1950. He was not only the Cofounder of Alcots
Anonymous, but was rightly called by Bill Wilson H&
Prince of All Twelfth Steppers’-eertainly in recognition ¢
the fact that he helped over 5000 drunks withoyttaough
of pay.

Robert Hdbrook Smith, M.D., left a legacy of many thir
not material: He believed that the Good Book camdial
the answers to his problems and those of the Aigngers
He read the Bible from cover to cover at leastdhmes an
freely quoted from it whe asked a question about the A
program. He read voluminous amounts of religiotesditure
and widely circulated it among the A.A. pioneersl dheir
families.

He also insisted that they, as he anll Wilson
themselves had done, signify their decision to cdntineir
lives to Christ. Quiet Time, where there was regdif the
Bible, prayer to God, and seeking God’s guidancere

writing them, he said that, when simmered to theeese
they involved the principles of “love and servic&hd he
assured all, at the close of his personal storgutyHeavenl:
Father will never let you down!”

Dr. Walter F. Tuks delivered the Eulogy, stating in the
portion:

Here is the lesson of his life. God can use humaakwesse
to demonstrate His power. No man need stay the heaig.
With God’s help he can throw off the chains of amglaving
habit and be free ain to be what God wants him to be.
monument is not the money he left in the bank, the
gratitude in the hearts of so many men and womem avie
more than they can ever repay to his example.
