Learning To Fly 

 

 

May 16, 1974.  That is the date of my last drink.  I was entering 

the hospital at RAF Upper Heyford, near Oxford, England the next 

morning en route to the U.S.A.F. Regional Hospital Mental Health Unit 

at RAF Lakenheath near Cambridge, England.  After 5 years of service 

in the Air Force, as a Military Working Dog Handler,  which included 

two tours in Viet Nam, after two articles 15 and a Courts Martial for 

assault on 4 Security Policemen, I was being forced into the U.S. Air 

Forces recently developed Alcohol Treatment Program.  I was all of 23 

years of age and had been drinking for only 5 years. But I sure packed a 

lot into a short time.  When I left for treatment I was under duress.  My 

Commanding Officer was trying to discharge me.  He knew I was not 

going to be able to succeed in staying sober.  His words: “when you fail 

and drink and you will, I will send you packing”.  So here I was, 

entering a treatment program, some 10,000 miles away from my home 

in Issaquah, WA, I was belligerent and angry.  I was not an alcoholic, 

after all I was young, and the world had treated me poorly.  My 

problems were caused by my Commander, my First Sgt., my 

supervisor, my ex wife, my roommate, and anyone else I could blame.  

Alcohol was my friend, when I drank I became “somebody”.  I was 

witty, charming, a great dancer and great lover.  Or so I thought.   

 

So I set off for the hospital.  I was to leave for the treatment program on 

the 17
th

 of May.  But my Doctor had become ill and without his 

signature on the order, I had to wait for three weeks to leave for 

treatment.  Waiting in a hospital bed at the RAF Upper Heyford 

infirmary, I finally left for the treatment center and spent 28 days on the 

mental health unit at RAF Lakenheath.  I played the silly game.  Tell 

them what they want to hear, get out and back to life.  I graduated from 

treatment and returned to Upper Heyford.  I did not know then that I 

was to stay sober for the next 37 years.  That was not my plan.  I just 

wanted to get the “man” off of my back.  That is when AA got into my 

way.  I was doing the deal, playing the game.  But these AA folks just 

smiled and told me to “keep coming back”.  They demonstrated their 

love of drunks.  They picked me up in their cars and took me to 

meetings all over the Oxfordshire area and beyond.  They showed me a 

way of life that I had never imagined.  They tricked me into service, 

first as a coffeemaker, then as a group chairperson, a group secretary, 

treasurer, intergroup rep., GSR. They kept me so busy that drinking 

was not an option.  They loved me until I could love myself.  My 

sponsor, Ted, was a 52 year old Irishman, former Golden Gloves 

Welterweight Champion, and 8 yeas sober.  He became a second father 

to me.  He took me on real live 12 step calls, where we worked with real 

live, wet drunks.  He took me to my very first AA Convention… The 

“All England – Wales Convention of A.A.”  in the southern tip of 

England.  With 1200 AA members from all over the world, workshops, 

dances, I had real fun while sober.   

 

After 15 months I was ordered to Grand Forks AFB in North Dakota.  I 

left England, and on the way to North Dakota I married my High School 

Sweetheart and inherited a 3 year old daughter.  I was able to assist in 

starting the Survival Group of AA at Grand Forks AFB in 1975.  

Service work was always a part of life in North Dakota and I had to 

readjust to new sponsorship.  AA in N Dakota was different.  There was 

this thing call an Alano Club.  I had never heard of such a thing.  The 

meetings were different.  The people were different.  I was pining for 

Jolly Old England.  But my sponsor kept me on track and I again 

became a service junkie.  Then in April 1977 I received an Honorable 

Discharge and left the Air Force to return to Washington State.  I 

brought my young family, which had grown with the birth of my 

daughter on July 31, 1976.  I settled with my family in Kent.  The Green 

River Group became my home group and Bob C. became my sponsor.  I 

continued in group level service.  The Green River Group started having 

difficulties and eventually faded away.  I moved to the Old Kent Group 

and served as Inter Group Rep. for them, as well as other positions, I 

kept busy.   

 

This could get real long.  Suffice it to say, going to meetings, not 

drinking in-between, taking the steps with a sponsor and following 

directions has resulted in uninterrupted sobriety, one day at a time, since 

May 17, 1974.  For this I am eternally grateful to all of the members of 

AA, to sponsors, to service work within the fellowship.  I have had 

times of stress, four marriages and four divorces, numerous jobs and 

careers, times of joy, the birth and nurturing of my daughter, three 

grandchildren, and my return to college and subsequent graduation from 

the U.W.  But the best thing to ever occur in my life is my life within 

the fellowship of Alcoholics Anonymous.  I have a life that is full of 

friends, full of joy, full of meaning and full of love.  Sure, I suffer from 

the frailties of being human; I have sadness in life at times.  I am not 

and never will be perfect.  I am fallible, I am imperfect, and I have made 

and will make mistakes.  But I believe that there is nothing in life that 

will be better by taking a drink.  I belong to the “no matter what club”. I 

do not drink, no matter what happens in my life.  My worst day in 

sobriety is far better than my best day of drinking.    

 

I am grateful to sponsors, sponsees, those real old timers who have gone 

before, and those who will come after.  To all of you who have been in 

meetings with me, who are involved in service, who will be in meetings 

with me, I am grateful for your sobriety, I know that “We can do 

together that, which I cannot do alone”.   

 

God Bless you and I thank you.
