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The CSO meeting this month was held 

October2, 2011 with 8 of our 11 voting 
members present. Our office manager was not in 
attendance as she was attending the AAWS 
seminar. I am sure she will have some great 
information to share in the next few months. 
She did pass along some notes that were 
announced during the meeting: Please 
remember it is Washington State law that all 
smoking must be at least 25 feet away from all 
entrances. The ashtray at CSO was moved 
across the parking lot.  

We will be printing our Where & When 
schedules soon, so if you have any updates that 
have happened since your District Rep sent 
around the update sheet, please email Annette at 
cso@piercecountyaa.org. Also, there will be 
no more ASL meetings at McKinley Hall. 

In our financial report, which you can 
view in the Pierce’s Progress, it showed quite a 
decline in contributions. We received for the 
month of September $522 in group 
contribution but were budgeted to receive 
$1,366. So our expenses for the month of 
September exceeded our income. This left a 
balance of $2,325 in our checking.

Hopefully you all know the wonderful 
services the CSO provides to the alcoholic in the 
Pierce County area, such as the 12th Step 
phones, literature availability, schedules, 
Pierce’s Progress, etc. The CSO committee, 
from the beginning of January, has made 
changes to be more fiscally responsible and cut 
expenses, but there are still expenses. You can 
stop by the office to contribute or mail your 
contributions to 3640 S. Cedar St. Suite S 
Tacoma WA 98409. Please make sure you 
include your group name! 

In my report I announced that our lease 
has been signed with the new negotiated terms 
(please see July Chair report Option 1).  

We conducted our quarterly literature 
inventory, and Annette will have those numbers 
ready at our next meeting. I passed out a 
handout that had items from our inventory to be 
discussed, a few at a time, over the next few 
months. I also handed out action items that we 
have accomplished since January.  

Also, approved was a more detailed  
�

 
description of CSO Liaison/Representative to be 
included in our Policies & Procedures. I was busy 
this month looking into insurance, answering 
service options, and possible bundling of our 
phone and internet services for cost savings.   

Mark, the alternate chair, reported that he 
attended Meeker’s business meeting and District 
29’s business meeting. The main issue 
he shared with us was the desire, although it did 
not pass due to financial challenges CSO has, to 
increase the Pierce’s Progress publication to be 
put into each box at CSO free of cost. Mark 
reminded them that you can get the Pierce’s 
Progress on line for free; or for $1 a month, $12 a 
year, have it delivered to your box at CSO; or 
even for $2 a month have it mailed to your 
address.  
Mark also announced that he and the CPC chair 
presented information about AA to the Pierce 
County Superior Court Judges.   

From our Twelve Step Services Liaison, 
Linda, it was reported that there is new 
information in the book for answering phones. So 
if you have not answered phones since Sept 24th, 
please take the time to read through it as soon as 
you get there. Also, if you call CSO there is now 
a message pad to leave messages for a DCM, 
Committee Chair, or Annette. This does NOT 
mean it is a personal answering service. This is 
really designed to help communication for 
service-related activities.   

The vending machine options were 
brought back to the groups and it was voted down 
1 yes, 5 no, and 2 abstaining. 

We discussed publication of the Where & 
When schedule, and it was decided 
unanimously to print 8,000 schedules at next 
printing instead of the usual 15,000. This 
reduction in printing is in an effort to have the 
schedules more current; therefore, we will be 
reprinting about every six months instead of 
yearly. 
 

A motion was passed that was brought by 
District 29 requesting the CSO to provide email 
addresses through the CSO website for 
committee chairs in their district. This is in an 
effort to protect anonymity. 
 

A motion was passed that the CSO chair 
will be reimbursed to attend three quarterlies and 
one assembly every year. Much discussion was 
had on what was to be covered in reimbursement. 
A couple of the reps felt that the chair should be 
reimbursed for the  
�

 
whole quarterly/assembly to 

include Sunday activities also. The motion 
was a compromise between reimbursing 
for service work and remaining financially 
responsible.  

It states the CSO committee will

Reimbursement to be: registration 
fee for each event .
